In an interview with Daily Express, she was full of 

praise for the Sabah Governmentõs conservation efforts to 

save the apes, one of the worldõs most endangered species.  

She said that one of the things that caught her attention was 

the gated checkpoint put up by the Wildlife Department at 

the Tabin Wildlife Reserve to curb illegal poaching.  

Dr. Biruté Mary Galdikas has studied and worked closely with 

the orangutans of Indonesian Borneo in their natural habitat, and is today 

the worldõs foremost authority on the orangutan.  She founded the Los 

Angeles-based Orang Utan Foundation International (OFI) in 1986 and became its President.  
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The worldõs smallest bear, standing not much over 1 metre 

high, the sun bear is found in Borneo and several other parts of 

Southeast Asia. Footprints of this endangered animal have been 

seen around the Lipad Mud Volcano, not far from Tabin Wildlife 

Resort. Now it is your chance to contribute towards the 

conservation of the endangered sun bear. Tabin Wildlife Resort 

will donate RM100 to The Bornean Sun Bear Conservation 

Centre (BSBBC) for each 3 Days 2 Nights Tabin tour program 

purchased by its guests anytime between September and 

December 2009.

It 

can frequently be seen poised motionless on a boulder around 

the resortõs Rock Pool, waiting to spot a fish, and after 

diving, sits with its wings spread wide open to dry them.
